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Job Descriptions

Hunting Creek Garden Club recognizes that its mission is
strengthened and enhanced through the diverse perspectives
of its members.

Officers & Board of Directors
President

The President presides at all meetings of the Club and the Board of
Directors. She appoints all committee chairmen and serves as ex-officio
member of all committees except Nominating. She follows Duties of
Member Club Presidents as printed in The Garden Club of Virginia
Directory & Handbook.

Vice-President

The Vice-President assists the President and assumes the duties of the
President in her absence. She serves as Program Chair, coordinating
programs with appropriate meeting places, and provides this information
in early summer for the Yearbook.

Recording Secretary

The Secretary keeps a record of all meetings of the Club and the Board of
Directors. She sends a copy of the minutes to the President prior to the
next meeting for any corrections, and then e-mails a corrected copy to all
members. She mails a copy of the minutes to those members without e-
mail addresses as well as to the Club's Historian. She follows the
guidelines in the Recording Secretary’s notebook.

Corresponding Secretary

The Corresponding Secretary coordinates and assembles all information
for the Yearbook, attends to printing and distributing the Yearbook to each
member prior to the September meeting, and handles Club
correspondence when necessary.

Treasurer

The Treasurer receives all dues and funds. She disburses funds as directed
by the President, prepares monthly reports, maintains regular contact with
the Finance Chair, and ensures payment of club’s GCV dues by March 1.
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Standing Committees

Amaryllis Sales

The Amaryllis committee selects, procures and distributes Amaryllis
bulbs, and additional packaging at their discretion, for the
Membership to purchase as part of HCGC’s annual fundraising
efforts.

Arranging Workshop

The Arranging workshops are scheduled in consultation with the
Schedule and Hostess Committees and helps to educate members
about color, design, plant material and container selection for
upcoming monthly arrangements.

Awards and Set-Up

The Awards and Set-Up Committee are responsible for bringing the
supply basket to each meeting and for assuring that the basket is
stocked with appropriate supplies, including the proper labels for
the monthly horticulture schedule. InJune, they record that
month's points and add them to the subtotal of accumulated points
as of the end of May. They total points for specific awards. They
determine the HCGC yearly awards and purchase the cups.

Bloomer-Crenshaw Daffodil Challenge

The annual Daffodil Challenge is held each April. The Chairmen from
the HCGC reserve a place for the show. They are also responsible
for keeping Club members informed of their responsibilities and
plans for the show.

By-Laws and Parliamentarian

The Parliamentarian shall advise the President on correct procedure
for all meetings of the Club and interpret or change the By-Laws if
needed.



Christmas Greens Workshop

The Chairmen shall select and reserve the location for the
Workshop and Sale, order greens and materials to be used, select
and assign Workshop committee chairmen, and keep the Club
informed on the plans and the responsibilities of each Club
member.

Civic Beautification and Conservation

The Chair may attend the meeting of GCV Conservation Chairmen in
September, the Conservation Forum, and Legislative Day held in
January in Richmond. She shall report to the Club on current
legislative issues in the General Assembly of interest to
Conservation, support a candidate for Nature Camp, and plan one
Conservation program a year for our monthly meetings. She will
also work with a committee and consider appropriate local projects
involving conservation or civic beautification that might be
candidates for club funding.

Collections

The Chairs for the Daffodil and Lily collections coordinate order
collections for purchase, deliver collections promptly to Club
members, and enter collections at GCV Flower Shows.

Community Service

The Chair shall identify and coordinate opportunities for the
membership to participate in community events.

Finance

The Chair presents a budget for the year to the Club membership
for approval. She advises the Treasurer and the President on the
status of the Club’s finances. In addition to guiding the budgeting
process, she files taxes for the Club and oversees state
incorporation requirements.

GCV Awards

The Chair prepares Club nominations for GCV Awards. She presents
the Commonwealth Award, Massie Medal Award, Horticultural
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Award of Merit, and the Bessie Carter Award nominations to the
Club at the appropriate meeting and conducts a vote for the Club’s
choice in time for the President to vote at the Board of Governors
meeting.

GCV Communications/Database

The Chair updates the GCV database in a timely manner and, in
particular, before the quarterly Journal mailings. She should actively
encourage members to use the GCV website for information and
event registration. She provides GCV with an electronic copy of the
yearbook and history each year.

GCV Flower Shows

The Chair encourages Club members to enter and to attend the
shows and the Flower Arranging Workshops sponsored by the GCV.

GCV Publicity

The Chair is responsible for Club news releases and sends all
important news items relating to Club activities to the GCV. The
Chair attends GCV publications workshops and encourages
members to write articles for the GCV Journal and Update.

Grants

The Chair is responsible for convening the Grants Committee
periodically to review all applications and make recommendations
to the Club for funding. The Grants Committee will consist of the
Grants Committee Chairman, The Club’s President, Vice President,
Treasurer, Civic Beautification and Conservation Chairman, and two
at-large Club members. The meetings will be announced in
advance, and all Club members are welcome to attend and to speak
but will not have a vote. Approval for the Grants Committee
recommendations will be voted upon by the entire Club.

Historian

The Chair keeps all pertinent information concerning the Club
including minutes, newspaper articles and photographs, etc. She



may attend GCV meetings for historians. She writes a two-year
history of the Club to be sent to the GCV Historian.

Historic Garden Week

The Historic Garden Week tour in Alexandria is sponsored jointly by
HCGC and the Garden Club of Alexandria, with two chairmen from
each club, alternating years of leadership responsibilities. The Chairs
obtain houses for the tour, work with Historic Garden Week
headquarters in making plans for the tour, appoint committee
chairmen and follow the guidelines for Historic Garden Week as
provided in the Chair’s notebook. Chairs are responsible for keeping
Club members informed of their responsibilities and plans for the
tour.

Horticulture

The Chair serves as a resource to Club members and gives monthly
reports to the Club about horticultural matters. She prepares
horticulture displays for the President for the president to take to
the Annual and Board of Governors meeting and encourages
members to attend Horticultural Field Day. She writes a monthly
schedule for horticulture in the Yearbook.

Hostesses

The Chair shall coordinate and schedule hostesses for monthly Club
meetings. This information is provided in early summer for
inclusion in the Yearbook.

Judges

The Chair shall secure judges for each monthly meeting, including
the Annual Daffodil Show. She shall invite a federated judge, a
member of the GCA or any GCV judge. She may invite HCGC
members who are certified judges when no other judge can be
found.

Membership & Orientation

The Chair shall report the status of the Club membership. She
receives letters of nomination for prospective members, reviews
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candidates for membership with the membership committee, reads
letters to the Club for prospective members at two consecutive
monthly meetings, and arranges the election for membership. The
Chair meets with new members to explain and to answer questions
about Club rules, regulations and requirements for membership, as
well as the history and general information about the Club.

Nominating

The Chair meets with the committee to select a proposed slate of
officers as specified in the By-Laws.

Photography

The Chair takes photographs at Club events and asks members to
contribute their photographs for the website. She assists with GCV
efforts to help members improve and advance their photography
skills.

Programs

The Vice-President of the Club shall serve as Program Chair. The
schedule of programs and speakers is provided in early summer for
inclusion in the Yearbook.

Schedule

The Chair writes a yearly schedule for arrangements for monthly
meetings with a theme that provides opportunities for members to
develop skills and use their talents in a variety of styles of flower
arranging. She announces and interprets the theme for the
following month at each meeting.

Sunshine/Memorial

The Chair sends appropriate notes or flowers to members in case of
illness or sorrow.

Travel

The Committee selects and develops travel opportunities for HCGC
members.
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Website

The Chairman supervises all aspects of the HCGC website. The chair
insures that the website is current, relevant and a good resource for
HCGC. The chair hires and works with a web designer, if needed,
and insures that the website fees are paid. She assists club
members with the website and maintains the passwords.

Yearbook

The Chair solicits all information for inclusion in the yearbook and is
responsible for formatting, printing and distributing the yearbook
along with other materials at the discretion of the President. See job
description for Corresponding Secretary.

Notify recording secretary of
acceptance or regret at least 5 days before the meeting.
Members must be present for at least five (5) meetings per year
and must notify recording secretary to receive an excused
absence. No member may invite or bring a non-member to an
HCGC business meeting.

3. Bring an arrangement to three (3) HCGC meetings during the
year and at least one horticulture specimen to at least three (3)

Committee or participating in a GCV flower and/or horticulture
show.

6. Fulfill all requirements for Christmas Greens Workshop, which
include mandatory attendance and completion of required
arrangements.

7. Fulfill all Historic Garden Week requirements, which include a
mandatory hostess assignment, plus any other job that has
been assigned.

8. Familiarize yourself with the HCGC By-Laws.

9. Sponsors of new members assist new members during their first
year of membership.
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Meeting Schedule and Exhibition
Information

Part of the mission of the HCGC is to stimulate a love of gardening
and horticultural knowledge. To reach that goal, all active members
are expected to bring an arrangement to at least three (3) Club
meeting during the year, and a horticulture specimen to at least
three (3) Club meetings during the year or a $50.00 fine will be
imposed for arrangements and a $50.00 fine will be imposed for
horticulture.

To be judged, all entries must be in place 15 minutes prior to the
schedued meeting.

Members can receive credit by participating in HCGC Daffodil
Challenge, Historic Garden Week Arrangement Committee or
participating in a GCV flower and/or horticulture show.

Horticulture

A. All horticulture specimens must have been grown by the
exhibitor and must have been in her possession at least
three (3) months prior to showing.

B. Members are strongly encouraged to identify entries by
their proper botanical cultivar and create labels for all
horticulture entries before arriving at the meeting.

C. With the exception of lilies, daffodils and roses, each
member is limited to six (6) horticulture specimens per
monthly meeting, unless specified in the monthly
horticulture schedule.

D. Daffodils, lilies, and roses are judged and awarded
separately. Each member is limited to six (6) specimens per
monthly meeting, unless specified in the monthly
horticulture schedule.

E. Only one (1) specimen (stem or stalk) of each variety of
plant may be exhibited, unless otherwise specified in the
horticulture schedule.
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F. All horticulture specimens, including collections must be
presented in clear bottles. Horticulture that lacks botanical
identification will not be eligible for a Blue Ribbon.
Horticulture that is not identified correctly will be evaluated
at the discretion of the judges.

Tips for Exhibiting Horticulture

Selecting Plant Material

1. Select plants from your garden for cutting early in the
morning and place them directly into cool water.

2. Cut at the peak of maturity-for show purposes, that means
when the main bloom is % open.

3. Cutting on a slant encourages the uptake of more water for
hydration.

4. The plant must have been grown in your garden for at least 3
months.

Grooming

1. Do not show plants with damaged or spent flowers.

a. They should be removed as inconspicuously as
possible-or trimmed if removal would destroy
symmetry. Trimming should follow natural line of
the leaf.

b. A small blemish should not take an otherwise perfect
specimen out of contention.

2. There should be no dust, dirt, pollen or spray on leaves.

3. The specimen should be free of evidence of pests and
disease.

4. No leaf polish may be used.

5. If a container plant is being exhibited, the container should be
clean.
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Exhibiting Horticulture

1. Wedging material should be used to hold plant upright and in
the best position for viewing. Cotton has been used frequently
in the past, but it is preferable to use a clear material such as
saran wrap or bubble wrap. Boxwood should not be used to
stage daffodils; use other small leaved greenery.

2. The bottles should be uniform for fairness in judging. They
must be clear glass so that the stem is visible. In the past, some
clubs prefer green or brown tinted bottles, but we encourage
you to make the change.

3. The plant should be well hydrated, preferably conditioned for
several hours.

4. The stem must be visibly submerged in water.

5. Only one stem may be exhibited in each container.

6. There should be no foliage below the water line.

7. The plant must be properly and legibly labeled. Genus and
species preferred, but if a common name is

used, points will be deducted.

Arrangements
A. Members are limited to one arrangement per monthly
meeting.

B. The arrangement schedule is the law of the show and must
be followed explicitly.

C. Each arrangement should be accompanied by a 3x5-inch
card listing all plant material used.

D. Arrangements should follow the GCV floral styles and
artistic and style design rules found on the GCV website.

Arrangement Classes

A. Members of the Club are divided into four (4)
classes. Novice, Junior, Senior, and Advanced Senior. New
members enter as Novices.

B. A member of the Novice class advances to the Junior class
after she has won two (2) blue ribbons within a period of
three consecutive years.
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C. A member of the Junior class advances to Senior class after
she has won three (3) blue ribbons within a period of three
consecutive years.

D. A member of the Senior class advances to Advanced Senior
after she has won three (3) blue ribbons within a one club
year. Members who reach the status of advanced senior
remain in this class. They must continue to enter at least
three (3) arrangements each year to avoid fines.

E. Advancement to a higher class occurs only at the beginning
of the club year in September.

Awards

A. Arrangements

1.

The Arrangement Trophy is awarded each year to the
exhibitor accumulating the most points in arranging
during the club year.

The Latham Trophy will be presented to the Novice
accumulating the most points in arrangements during
the club year. Arrangements must be brought to at
least three (3) meetings. The award may be won only
once by the same member.

B. Horticulture

1.

A Horticulture Trophy is awarded each year to the
exhibitor accumulating the most points on horticulture
exhibits during the club year. These points may not
include points awarded on daffodils, lilies or roses, but
must include three (3) blue ribbons for other
specimens.

A Daffodil Trophy is awarded to the exhibitor who
accumulates the most points for daffodils during the
club year. Points must include three (3) blue ribbons.
Two perpetual cups are awarded for horticulture at the
Bloomer-Crenshaw Daffodil Challenge, one for the best
standard bloom (Guild-Gunnell Cup) and one for the
best miniature (Lamond Cup).

A Lily Trophy is awarded to the exhibitor who
accumulates the most points for lilies during the club
year.
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5. ARose Trophy is awarded to the exhibitor who
accumulates the most points for roses during the club
year.

C. Allawards are presented at the June meeting.

Hunting Creek Garden Club
ARTICLE |
Name

The organization shall be called The Hunting Creek Garden
Club, Inc.

ARTICLE Il

The Club is organized and operated as a non-stock, nonprofit
corporation exclusively for charitable, civic and educational
purposes without pecuniary gain or profit to its members or to
any private individual. Generally, its purpose will be to stimulate
the knowledge and love of gardening; to promote gardening
among amateurs; to share horticultural knowledge

by means of meetings, demonstrations, lectures, conferences,
correspondence, and publications; to restore, improve and
protect the quality of the environment through educational
programs and action to protect our native trees, shrubs,
wildflowers, and birds; to encourage conservation of natural
resources; to promote civic planting; to exchange roadside
beautification; and to aid in the restoration and preservation of
historic gardens in Virginia.

ARTICLE 1l
Membership

The club shall be composed of six (6) classes of membership: (a)
Active; (b) Associate; (c) Sustaining; (d) Non-resident; (e) Inactive;
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(f) Honorary. All classes except Honorary and Inactive are
members of the Garden Club of Virginia.

1. Active Members are expected to attend all meetings,
which are held on the second Tuesday of each month,
September through June, excluding January. If an Active
member must be absent for unavoidable reasons, she must
notify the Hostess and the Recording Secretary at least 48
hours prior to the meeting. A member with four (4)
absences will be warned by the secretary. A member can
be dropped from the membership in the club after
incurring more than five (5) absences during the club year.
An absence shall be considered unexcused if the member
fails to regret to the hostess and recording secretary at
least 48 hours before the day of the meeting, or has to
make a last minute change in plans due to unforeseen
problems. Any unexcused absence shall result in a $10 fine.
It is the member’s responsibility to pay this fine directly to
the head hostess. All unexcused absences shall be included
in the aforementioned attendance policy.

2. Associate members must have been an Active member for
at least FIVE (5) years before requesting transfer to the
Associate class for a period not to exceed TWO (2) years, at
which time they shall return to Active status. This shall be
a ONE (1) time privilege. Participation in the Christmas
Workshop and Historic Garden Week shall still be required.
Associate members may attend all meetings of the Club,
but shall not be eligible for elective office or have the power
to vote or the privilege of presenting or endorsing names
for membership.

3. Sustaining members shall be those who have been Active
members for at least TWENTY (20) years, or to whom the
status has been granted at the discretion of the Board.
Sustaining members may return at any time to Active status.
Sustaining members may attend meetings, may serve on
committees, but may not vote, hold elective office, propose
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or endorse candidates for membership or be considered for
Club awards.

Non-resident members shall be those who have been Active
for at least TEN (10) years. This class of membership shall be
reserved for FIVE (5) non-resident members who, upon
moving from this area, may be transferred at the discretion
of the Board of Directors to the non-resident status. Upon
returning to the Alexandria area, they may resume Active
status.

Inactive members must have been Active members at least
FIFTEEN (15) years before requesting transfer to this status.
Inactive membership is limited to TEN (10). Inactive
members may attend all meetings and serve on committees
but may not hold office, vote or propose or endorse names
for membership.

Honorary membership may be awarded to those persons
who have demonstrated in an outstanding manner their
interest in promoting the objectives of the Hunting Creek
Garden Club and the Garden Club of Virginia. A proposal for
Honorary membership must be submitted in writing by an
Active member to the Board of Directors for consideration
before being voted upon by the membership.

ALL REQUESTS FOR CHANGES IN MEMBERSHIP STATUS
MUST BE PRESENTED IN WRITING FOR CONSIDERATION BY
THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS.

The membership in the Associate, Sustaining and Non-
resident classes combined shall be limited to no more than
one-fourth (1/4) of the Constitutional membership.

The Constitutional membership shall be limited to SIXTY (60)

and include all classes for membership except Honorary and
Inactive.
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10. (a) A candidate for Active membership shall be someone
who has demonstrated a genuine interest in gardening and
the goals of the Club as stated in Article | of the By-Laws of
Hunting Creek Garden Club.

(b) After a vacancy has been announced by the President
of the Club at the regular meeting, the name of a candidate
for Active membership shall be presented to the
Membership Committee by the proposer and endorsed by
at least TWO (2) other Active members of the Club. The
Candidate receiving endorsement by the Committee shall
be presented to the President. IN THE EVENT OF MORE
THAN ONE VACANCY, the Membership Committee shall
consider the qualifications of the candidates in the order in
which they are received. The names receiving the favorable
action of the committee shall be submitted promptly to the
President of the Club, who shall announce them at the first
meeting thereafter, to be voted upon at the following
meeting. Candidates not receiving nomination may be
presented again to the Chair of the Membership
Committee when the SUBSEQUENT vacancy has been
announced. There shall be no waiting list for membership.

(c) Election of candidates shall be by secret ballot, and
three (3) negative votes shall prevent an election.

(d) No member shall present or endorse a candidate until
she herself has been an Active member for at least one (1)

year.

(e) A member can only present one (1) candidate for
election to Active membership during one Club year.

(f) No member of the Membership Committee may
present or endorse a candidate.
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ARTICLE IV
Finances

Initiation fees, dues, and any assessments shall be set by
the Board of Directors and approved by a majority of
members present at any meeting. Annual dues include
membership in The Garden Club of Virginia.

Honorary members shall be exempt from initiation, annual
dues, and any assessments.

The Treasurer shall send statements to all members, except
Honorary members, before the September meeting. If a
member fails to pay her dues by the October meeting, a
second notice shall be sent; if dues are not paid by the
November meeting, the member shall be dropped from the
Club.

Dues paid by new members admitted after March shall be
applied to the year following.

Any gift, donation, bequest or subscription to the Club shall
be deemed to have been accepted only when acted upon
affirmatively by the Board or any duly authorized
committee.

The fiscal year of the Club shall begin on the 1st of July and
end on the 30th day of June of each calendar year.

The Treasurer shall keep a proper record of all monies
received for the Club from all sources, and keep proper
vouchers indicating the amount and nature of all
expenditures. The monies of the Club shall be deposited in
the name of the Club and all payments shall be made in its
name.
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8.  All checks, drafts, notes and orders of payment of money
issued by the Club and contracts and other documents
requiring the signature of the Club shall be signed by each
officer or officers of the Club as the Board may from time
to time designate, and any endorsement of such paper in
the ordinary course of business shall be similarly made,
except that any officer, assistant officer or employee of the
Club may endorse checks, drafts of notes for collection or
deposit to the credit of the Club.

9. The funds of the Club not otherwise employed shall be
deposited from time to time to the order of the Club in such
banks, trust companies or other depositories as the
Executive Board may select.

10. A complete financial report shall be made to the members
by the Treasurer at the annual meeting of members, and
brief financial statements shall be rendered by the
Treasurer at each monthly meeting of members. In
addition, the Treasurer may furnish to the Board such other
periodic financial reports as the Treasurer determines to be
appropriate; and shall furnish such reports as may be
requested by the Board.

ARTICLE V
Officers and Elections, Board of Directors
1. The officers of the Club shall consist of a President, Vice
President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary
and a Treasurer.
2.  The Nominating Committee shall meet in January to select

a slate of officers to be presented to the membership at the
February meeting and voted on at the March meeting.
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The President, Vice President, Corresponding Secretary and
Treasurer shall be elected one year and the Recording
Secretary the alternate year.

The term of office shall be for two (2) years. No officer,
excepting the Treasurer, shall succeed herself. The
Treasurer may serve two (2) consecutive terms.

Nominations shall be presented by the Nominating
Committee. This will not preclude other nominations being
made from the floor, in which case voting shall be by secret
ballot. A majority of the votes of the members present shall
constitute an election.

The Nominating Committee shall present the names of the
two (2) past Presidents of the Club along with the slate for
the Recording Secretary. These persons plus the officers of
the Club shall compose a Board of Directors, who shall have
general oversight of the work of the Club, and shall have
the power of filling vacancies in elective office.

(a) The President shall be the chief executive officer of the
Club and shall be ex officio a member of all committees
except the Nominating Committee. The President shall
preside at all meeting of the Club and the

Board of Directors. The President shall appoint the heads
of all committees serving under her. The President shall
fill, with the approval of the Board, any vacancy occurring
in office.

(b) The Vice President shall assume the responsibilities
and exercise the powers of the President in the President’s
absence. The Vice President’s duties shall include the
chairmanship of the Program Committee.

(c) The Recording Secretary shall keep a record of all
proceedings of the Club, sending the President a copy of
the minutes, and shall perform other such duties as may
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be designated by the Board. She shall also keep a separate
book in which the Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws
and any Rules of Order and Standing Rules adopted by the
Board shall be kept. She shall advise the Chairman and
Parliamentarian of changes when necessary.

(d) The Treasurer shall keep account of all receipts and
disbursements of the Club and shall render a statement at
each monthly meeting and a full report at the annual
meeting of members in June. In addition, she shall furnish
to the Board such other periodic financial reports as she
may deem appropriate as the Board may request. The
Treasurer and Finance Chairman shall work with the
President and the Board in establishing a yearly budget,
which is subject to approval by the Club membership.

(e) The Corresponding Secretary shall attend to all
correspondence.

Article VI
Committees
Standing and special committees may be appointed
by the President as required or as the Club may
authorize.
The Membership Committee shall be composed of

five (5) members plus the President and Vice
President of the Club.
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Article VII
Meetings

1.  The regular meetings of the Club shall be held on the
second Tuesday of each month from September
through June, excluding January, or at the discretion
of the Board of Directors.

2. A special meeting of the Club may be called by three
(3) officers of the Club or a petition signed by one-
fourth (1/4) of the Active membership.

3.  The June meeting shall be the Annual Meeting.

4.  No member may invite or bring a non-member to a
business meeting of The Hunting Creek Garden Club.

5. The members present shall constitute a quorum.

6. Roberts Rules of Order Newly Revised shall be the
Club’s final majority on all questions of procedure and
parliamentary law not covered by the By-Laws.

Article VIII
Amendments

The By-Laws may be amended at a regular meeting of the
Club by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of those present, provided
that the proposed amendment has been submitted in
writing at the previous meeting and a copy sent to all voting
members not present at the meeting.

GCV Flower Shows

The Garden Club of Virginia strongly urges the participation of
Member Clubs in the Interclub Class at GCV Flower shows.
Member team to be responsible for Hunting Creek’s entry in
each show and may call on the Flower Shows Committee for
guidance and help.

Artistic Design General Rules

The following are selected Artistic Design General Rules from the
Garden Club of Virginia Flower Shows Handbook (found on
the GCV website).

1. Designs will be judged according to the GCV Flower Shows
Handbook found at www.gcvirginia.org under Flower Shows.

2. Flowers of the theme show must predominate in all designs,
i.e. daffodil, lily, or rose, unless otherwise specified by the
schedule.

3. Plants on the Endangered Species list may be used only if
grown in exhibitor’s garden and should be noted on the plant
material card.

4. The use of commercially grown flowers is discouraged.
Seasonal flowers are preferred.

5. Designs must include some fresh plant material. All exhibitors
must ensure the freshness of their arrangements for the
duration of the show.

6. Artificial flowers, foliage, and fruit are not permitted.

7. Treating fresh plant material by application of substances such
as paints, dyes, etc. is not permitted. Plants may be clipped,
stripped, bent, or otherwise manipulated.
