Established in the mid-1600s by the Lee
family, Ditchley features a Georgian manor 
house built in 1752 by Kendall Lee. The estate 
later belonged to Colonel James Ball Jr. and
remained in the Ball family until after the 
Civil War. In 1932, Alfred and Jessie Ball duPont 
added a north wing, modern amenities, and the 
distinctive herringbone brick drive. Today, the 
162-acre property includes orchards, pastures, 
woodlands, and shoreline. The award-winning 
owners have placed Ditchley under conservation 
easement and established Ditchley Cider Works.

The Manor House
Virginia Historic Landmark &
National Register of Historic Places
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Tucked beside a quiet cove of Indian Creek, 
Heron Cove blends tranquil natural beauty 
with gracious design. Mature magnolias, crepe 
myrtles, and pines frame the 2½-acre property. 
A round foyer, dramatic catwalk, and three 
porches create elegant architectural interest. The 
home offers both a first-floor primary suite and a 

private in-law suite. 
A hallway “Cabinet 
of Curiosities” 
displays shells and 
natural treasures. 
Outdoors, a 
pool anchors the 
terrace, and the 
beloved “Field 
of Dreams” 
garden showcases 
magnolias, lilies, 
hostas, and more.

Heron Cove
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Located across from Indian Creek Yacht &
Country Club, this cheerful coastal retreat
features a full-length porch and signature eye-
brow window. French doors open to views where
herons, ospreys, and the occasional dolphin 
appear. Built in 2013, the home is named for the 
five cousins who have spent summers crabbing 

off the dock 
and boating to 
nearby “Pirate 
Island.” Mature 
oaks shade 
hydrangeas and 
family gardens, 
while the porch 
remains the 
heart of daily life 
- from sunrise 
coffee to sunset 
suppers.

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Built in 2001 in authentic Tidewater style, River 
Dayz features simple lines, a distinctive green 
metal roof, and wide porches embracing coastal 
life. A two-year renovation completed in 2025 
highlights sweeping bay views and adds a 
striking great room, dramatic screened porch, 
covered waterside porch, and a new garage 
with guest accommodations. Gardens include 
hollies, dianthus, roses, hydrangeas, butterfly 
bushes, and a weeping cutleaf maple. Named 
for the owners’ goldendoodles - River and Daisy 
- River Dayz is a cheerful expression of gracious 
waterfront living.
